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FOCUS ON FINANCES 
 
 Now that 2008 is over, it is the start of a new year and 2009 will be a year of continued change within our 
church as later this month a nominating committee will be elected to serve the congregation in the search for our 
next called pastor.  As this committee discerns towards the future, we still have issues in funding the programs 
of the church. 
 Funding for programs in 2008 was helped tremendously by a line of credit from the Endowment’s earned 
interest income.  $200 thousand was made possible to fund against the expenditures.  While we did not need the 
whole amount, a significant amount was used ($135 thousand through November). 
 This funding issue has carried over into the new year as the expectations are to have like programs in the 
coming year like in the past.  Later this month, Session will approve a budget which will be presented and received 
at the congregational meeting on January 25.  This budget at press time appears to be significantly less than the 
expectations and there will be a long list of items labeled “delays”.  These delays can be turned into opportunities 
with our congregational support.  Included in these delays will be several opportunities for “hands on” mission or 
special sponsorships.  It is up to us to make these happen in the life of our church. 
 As has been said before, these programs are the building blocks of activities that our church supports, 
and are made possible through resources.  While the 2009 Operating Budget Campaign,  
RENEWED IN THE SPIRIT . . . Step In and Step Up!, has provided many successes, we still have the oppor-
tunity and calling to reflect on God’s grace in our lives and share back with our community and church family our 
time, talents, and treasures.  Through our continued and increased support, both though participation and mone-
tary giving, the programs of our church will continue to prosper and grow now and into the future.

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 The English name, Ordinary Time, is intended to 
translate the Latin term Tempus per annum , literally 
"time through the year."  There are two periods of Or-
dinary Time during the church year, the first being the 
time between Epiphany and Ash Wednesday and the 
second being the time between Pentecost and Advent.   
 The length of time for each of these varies each 
year based on the date of Easter.  The liturgical color 
during this time is green.  The two Sundays at the be-
ginning and end of the first season of Ordinary Time 
have special significance within the church calendar. 
 The Baptism of the Lord is the first Sunday of 
this period.  Liturgical color is white. 
 The Transfiguration of the Lord is the last  
Sunday of this period.  Liturgical color is white. 
 Though we often long for every day to be like 
the days of anticipation during Advent or the days of 
focus during Lent, without Ordinary Time the special 
seasons and days would not be as special.  In the cycle 
of our days and years, it is those most ordinary days 
and moments that give rise to the excitement and sig-
nificance of the special days.  As we journey together 
through the time between Epiphany on January 6 and 
Ash Wednesday on February 25, let us live each of our 
ordinary moments knowing that we are blessed children 
of God, finding new ways to experience God in the  
everyday.
